A French airplane factory, subsi-
dized by the Nazis to make PWIS0s
and driven underground by Eighth
AP pombs pefore D-Day. is now
tooling up for four-motored trans-
port plane production, it was re-
vealed yesterdny

The Iactory, 65 miles east of Bor-
deaux, was moved Into & limestone
cave, The Germans installed air-
conditioning and hghting lxXtures
and built m cement foor for the
underground production line

Belore the war, the factory, owned
by the Societe Nattonale de Con-
struction Afronmutigue du Sud-
Ouest  (ENCASO), manufactured
two-engined French bombers In five
plants in the Bordesux area. When
the Germans overran France, two
factories were' converted to tum
out FWIES:, Gorman reconnaissance
planes.

Then U8, Planes Struck

‘The two. plants netted the Ger-
mans aboul 30 atrersit & month,
Then the Fortresses and Liberators
struck.

In May, 1943, Liberators knocked
out one factory. Then B17s ana
Bl4s followed up with four attacks
on the tecond plant. At that foint,
the Nazis moved underground and
converted the machinery to pro-
duce FWIS0s, according to USSTAF
officials.

But Maguls-inspired sabotage dis
rupted production so thai not one
plane ever became airborne

USSTAF reported four other in.
stances of Nazi-controlled factories
having to go underground. A ball-
bearing plant was set up in a grotio
near Paris; Ratier propellor factory
moved into the Metro tunnels under
Paris streets; Nazd V1 and Volks-
waggon assembly lines were forced
into caves at Longwy, and Messer-
schmidt fuselages were made under-
ground st Algranges.
